
 
 

 
eBooks in the AWRI collection can be accessed in a number of ways. The simplest way is to read them directly through an internet 
browser - to do this users just need login details for the AWRI website. eBooks can also be downloaded to a computer or mobile 
device - this approach requires users to set up a My EBSCOhost account and an Adobe ID. Information on setting up these 
additional free accounts is included in this guide. 

 

 

 

 
 

1. Login to the AWRI website using your member login details.

1. Locate the title you would like to borrow and click the ‘Download This eBook (Offline)’ link.

2. Click to create a new My EBSCOhost account or sign in if you are already a registered user.

3. Select a checkout period (maximum 4
days) and click the ‘Checkout &
Download’ button.

4. Open the eBook with Adobe Digital Editions - for information on downloading this free software click here.

4. From your search results page,
find a title you would like to
read and click the ‘eBook Full
Text’ button. This will provide
full text access to the eBook in
an internet browser.  (Note: To
download or borrow an eBook
read the instructions below.)

5. First time Adobe Digital Edition users are
required to authorise the software. If
borrowing eBooks exclusively to your
desktop/laptop, and not a mobile device,
select to authorise without an ID. You may
be asked to confirm your decision, just click
‘Authorise’. If borrowed titles are to be
accessed across multiple devices, you will
need to authorise with an Adobe ID. If you
don’t have an Adobe ID, click here to create
one.

6. Once these steps are completed your eBook will be ready to read on your computer.

1. Using your iOS or Android device, download the free Bluefire Reader app from iTunes or  Google Play.

 
 
 

 

4. Select a checkout period, click the ‘Checkout &
Download’ button and open your eBook using the
Bluefire Reader app.

2. Using your mobile device, visit the AWRI website and
navigate to the John Fornachon Memorial Library page
and login with your member login details. Scroll toward
the bottom of that page and click the link to access the
Grape and Wine eBook Collection.

3. Select the title you would like to borrow, click the 
‘Download (offline)’ button and sign in to your My 
EBSCOhost account or click to create a new account.
